Posture of Letting Go

Whether we are letting God disassemble
a wall or addressing a spirit, it can be
tempting to hold it in. The whole purpose
IS let anything go that doesn’t belong.

When you see an ambulance, you pull over and make way. When a demon is coming out,
you make way and let it out. -paraphrase of Derek Prince.




Listen to Holy Spirit

1. Show compassion. Don't just go for the
jugular of the enemy unless instructed to do
SO.

2. If you are unproductive, consider what wall
IS blocking. If you command a spirit and it
doesn’t budge, go to the legal grounds list.




Listen to Holy Spirit

3. Consider if they are too tired. Rest is
Important.

4. If you feel pushed or strangely compelled
to go past what Holy Spirit is saying, RESIST,
PRAY, REGROUP.

Brokenness of a person Unclean Spirit
» Relationship oriented * Won't be relational
* Uses "I" and “Me” » Directed outward - “You”
* Expresses feelings * No feelings of conscience
